The Order
provides for two mandated requirements: 1) A Renewable Energy Standard (RES) requirement, in the
form of Renewable Energy Credits (RECs) and 2) a Zero-Emissions Credit (ZEC) requirement, For
every 1,000 kWh billed there will be a $0.74 REC surcharge and $3.00 ZEC Surcharge.
